The North Faces are the viewers: Cold voyeurs who don't participate. They're the fools who 
play it cool. 
 
I asked friends and fellow artists (some of them very cool) to superimpose images of GORE-
TEX jackets and rucksacks onto figures they find erotic. I await the results. 
 
Lastly, I wanted to film Sophie in a jacket in the shower. She said this was wrong and she 
was right. She filmed me instead - bare bum and all. 
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
